Virginia Fetters SL, June 26, 1915 — October 15, 2010
Virginia Fetters, daughter of Helen (Maguire) and Justin Fetters was born in Kansas City, Mo., the twelfth child 
in her family. She attended Loretto Academy there and entered Loretto in 1936, making perpetual vows in 1941. 
She earned her A.B. degree from Webster College in St. Louis in 1951 and later a master’s of social work at the 
University of Kansas. Virginia taught elementary grades for several years in Arizona and in many other schools 
from Alabama to Texas, Kentucky to Missouri, and back to her birthplace in Kansas City as principal at Our 
Lady of Counsel. In 1970 she finished her 30th year of teaching and went on to work in the field of aging. In the 
1980s and ’90s Virginia worked in her parish and at two hospitals as a volunteer chaplain. She retired in 1998 and 
moved to the Loretto Motherhouse Infirmary, but in 2000 returned to Nazareth Hall in El Paso, Texas. She died 
there at age 95 in her 75th year as a Sister of Loretto.

Sheila Marie McCormick SL, Dec. 19, 1936 — October 21, 2010
Sheila McCormick was born in Dixon, Ill., the first of six daughters of Cecil and Mildred (Garland) McCormick. 
She became acquainted with the Sisters of Loretto when she attended Newman High School in Sterling, Ill. 
She entered the Sisters of Loretto upon graduation in 1954. Four years later she began her teaching career in 
Rockford, Ill., followed by 15 years teaching in Colorado and 20 years as Director of Religious Education at 
Christ on the Mountain Parish in Lakewood. Sheila retired in 1998 and moved to Rock Falls, Ill., to be closer to 
family. She died of a sudden illness in Sterling at age 73 and in her 56th year as a Sister of Loretto.
 
Elizabeth Dacanay SL (formerly Coronita Dacanay SL), Dec. 16, 1923 — January 9, 2011
Elizabeth Dacanay was born in Manila, the Philippines, to Jovita (Arcega) and Feliciano Dacanay, the second of 
three siblings, and was raised in Shanghai, China. Taught at first by an order of French nuns, Elizabeth transferred 
in fifth grade to the Sisters of Loretto School for Girls, which had opened at that time in Shangahi. She graduated 
as valedictorian, earning a full scholarship to Webster College in Missouri. Her higher education was delayed by 
World War II and by her decision to join the Loretto novitiate in 1946. She took the name Sister Coronita in 1947 
and made final vows in 1952. She earned her bachelor’s degree from Webster College that year, became a U.S. 
citizen in 1961, returned to her baptismal name in 1966, and in 1969 completed a master’s degree from DePaul 
University. Elizabeth taught primary grades in several states and for 28 years at Loretto Academy High School in 
El Paso, Texas, retiring in 2000. In 2004 she moved to the Loretto Motherhouse. She died at age 87 in her 64th 
year as a Sister of Loretto.

Marie Knowles SL, June 9, 1920 — January 15, 2011
Melva Elizabeth Knowles was the second of six children born to Essamena (Imsand) and Ralph Joseph Knowles 
in Mobile, Ala. She entered the Loretto novitiate in 1938, taking the name Sister Marie, making final vows 
in 1944. In 1950 she earned her A.B. degree from Webster College, St. Louis, and her master’s degree from 
University of Notre Dame in 1965. For 46 years she lived in Missouri and Virginia working as teacher, principal, 
and community superior. In 1983 she directed the Resource Center at Nerinx Hall in St. Louis, and continued this 
service until her retirement in 2000. She died in Lebanon, Ky., at age 89 in her 62nd year as a Sister of Loretto.  

Aline Dalton SL, April 26, 1918 — February 11, 2011
Born in Kansas City, Mo., to Nellie (McAuliffe) and Michael Dalton, Mary Catherine Dalton had two brothers 
and five younger sisters. She attended Loretto schools and entered Loretto in June 1939. As Sister Mary Aline, 
she made her first vows in 1941 and final vows in 1945. She earned her A.B. degree from Loretto Heights College 
in Denver in 1951 and a master’s degree from St. Louis University in 1959. For the next 25 years she was a high 
school teacher and principal in several western states and also studied two years in Rome. Aline was working in 
Denver when she founded the Sisters of Loretto Golf Tournament to benefit the Retirement Fund. This annual 
event is still going strong and will be renamed the Aline Dalton Memorial Golf Tournament beginning with this 
year’s tournament in August. She died at the Motherhouse at age 92 and in her 72nd year as a Sister of Loretto.

Margaret (Marge) Morrison CoL, Sept. 21, 1915 — March 7, 2011
Margaret Morrison of Webster Groves and Kirkwood, Mo., became a Loretto co-member in 1993, having 
been involved with Loretto through her sister Ellen Patricia Casey SL. Marge attended Holy Redeemer and 
Nerinx Hall in St. Louis and graduated from Webster College in 1936. She and her husband Robert Morrison 
raised a daughter and three sons. After her husband's death, Marge actively supported social justice causes and 
volunteered with many groups in St. Louis. She died at age 95 in her 18th year as a Loretto co-member.
