Also, I need silence
and solitude every day and take comfort in the psalm, “Be still
and know that I am God.”

I met Lorettos for
the first time in 1971
at the University of
Northern Colorado in
Greeley. Immediately
I became inspired by
these women who
indeed embodied the

of these spirited women. While I was Colorado Coordinator and
serving on the National Board of the Peace Ribbon in 1985, 1
lived with Lorettos on Gilpin Street in Denver. During that time I
requested co-membership.

“Loretto Women for Disarmament” — that long and wonderful
banner held up during marches, protests, and actions on well-
known streets and not-so-well-known places — and the banner
“Working for Justice and Acting for Peace” tell much of my story
with Loretto. Rocky Flats; the Peace Ribbon in Washington,
D.C., and the Colorado capitol; the Heartland Peace Pilgrimage;
my time on the LD/EC Committee; Warren Air Force Base in
Cheyenne, Wyo.; Offutt Air Force Base in Omaha; End of the
Great Peace March in Washington, D.C.; Nevada test sites;
protests at the School of the Americas in Fort Benning, Ga., and
at Los Alamos in New Mexico, and more are all part of that story.

My lasting and deep friendships with Lorettos in Colorado and
New Mexico have fortified me and supported me for almost 40
years. There have been many times of deep sharing of what has
been meaningful in my Franciscan/Loretto life.

I have been a vowed Franciscan for almost 60 years. For 25

years my profession was teaching from elementary to the college
level. For the next 25 years or more my life has been serving the
economically poor and homeless, the mentally ill and vulnerable
people. This has been my deepest interest in ministry. Here again,
the Lorettos have been involved in such projects as LaPuente
Home in Alamosa, Colo., and Tierra Madre in Sunland Park,
N.M.

My Franciscan/Loretto spirituality has been enhanced by my
love for art, creativity, culture, music, travel, and all forms of
loveliness in people and nature. It’s with profound gratitude for
my 25 years with Loretto I express, as St. Francis prayed, “May
the Lord give you all peace!” Thank you!
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I began my acquaintance with
the Sisters of Loretto through
my friendship with Sister Rose
Annette Liddell when we were
both attending Ohio University.
I was accepted as a Loretto
co-member in 1985. I have
enjoyed my connection with
this community over 25 years
and I appreciate the many gifts
that came to me though this
association.

I have been privileged to carry out

many volunteer activities such as

meal preparation for the Dorothy

Day Hospitality House, protesting

the training at the School of Americas in Columbus, Ga., and
becoming more knowledgeable about the serious issue of human
trafficking. I have tried to encourage others to become more
aware of these areas of great concern. I now find myself in ill
health, so I continue in prayer and offering of my pain in a spirit
of hope that God’s mercy will penetrate the many evils of society.

I am the third oldest in a Catholic family with five siblings —
two brothers and three sisters. With our parents we were all very
dedicated to service through the family grocery store. Both my
Mother and Dad were very active in civic affairs and welcomed
all who came to the store for groceries and other reasons.

In my ministry I served as a clinical biologist, hospital
administrator, and as a full-time leader for my Franciscan
Community. I also served as director of Children’s Services for

a number of years. My greatest interest is having a good time
bringing people together for both secular and spiritual discussion.
I love all outdoor activities, swimming, hiking, and enjoying all
of nature: meadows, woods, and lakes both day and night times.

What holds me to the Loretto Community are the same basic
reasons I had for joining them in the first place. I continue to be
very inspired by their values of social justice, spirituality, and
care of the earth. My only regret is that [ am no long able to be
present with them as I was before this illness.

My favorite passage | would like to share is: “Living and
forgiving are you, My God, slow to anger, rich in kindness,
loving and forgiving are you.” Thank you for this opportunity to
share these thoughts with you and know of my deep gratitude to
be a co-member with your Loretto Community.

I first learned about the Loretto Community after meeting Sisters
Gabriel Mason and Sue Kenney in 1978. I was immediately
attracted to the spirit and mission of Loretto, and it fit with my
life path. I joined as a co-member in 1985, in Denver, with Sue

The focus of my work
has been with women
with low incomes who
are made poor by life
circumstances and
policies that work against
them. After meeting Sue,
we began to talk about
how we could make

a difference and that
eventually resulted in our
founding Project WISE,
starting with Loretto
mission funding.

I am a social worker, and

currently am the Associate Dean at the University of Denver,
Graduate School of Social Work. I enjoy mentoring young
women who want to work for social justice and am greatly
rewarded by their commitment to carry on the work. My partner
Mary and I enjoy our cats and garden and summer!

Loretto today continues to offer a presence in the world that
stands for the empowerment of women and justice for all. [ am
honored to be part of that. Every newsletter and mailing reminds
me why I am a part of the community. A quote that sustains me
is the now-famous quote of Margaret Mead: “Never doubt that
a small group of thoughtful, committed citizens can change the
world. Indeed, it is the only thing that ever has.”

I joined the Loretto Community as a co-member at the Loretto
Assembly in St. Louis in 1986. The “why?” is because my
sister Delores Kincaide is a Sister of Loretto. She has been a
great influence in my life. I followed her around to gatherings,
assemblies . . . the spirit of the sisters inspired me to want to
become a co-member.

I’m now 86 years old. I had a
family of four boys and two
girls. I was a “stay-at-home-
Mom” until the youngest were
teenagers. I did small jobs close
to home and office work. When
my husband retired, we moved
to Florida. I did volunteer work
in the community at the hospital,
Hospice office, and singing in the
church choir. Also, I volunteered
in Respite Care with church
members who had Alzheimer’s
Disease so their caregivers could
have the time to shop. Later I

took a course and became a Certified Nursing Assistant. I worked
at that until my husband was too ill to be left alone. Walking

and bowling keep me moving, and I enjoy creative hobbies such
as crocheting, knitting, hand work like cross stitch, and crewel
work.

Loretto is in my daily prayers. I offer up prayers and hospitality
and give contributions for missions or where it is needed. The
women of Loretto are dedicated to make this world a better place;
they radiate peace . . . and happiness that is only God-given.
Loretto is a beacon of light in this world. I’'m honored to be a
small part of it.

It was a lucky happening in 1967 that provided me with my
introduction to Loretto. I was starting a year-long graduate
program at Purdue University where [ met Mary Martha Mueller,
who at the time was a Sister of Loretto and faculty member at
Webster College. We became friends and spent a considerable
amount of time together. When not studying, our conversations
often turned to
Loretto.

Two years later
while exploring
leaving teaching
to be involved
in social work, I
took a job in St.
Louis County.
Mary Martha
invited me to
share her house
on the Webster
Campus. During
the time in St.
Louis, I became
acquainted with many Sisters of Loretto and former members,
and caught the Loretto Spirit.

When I returned to my home in Oshkosh, Wisc., | was offered a
teaching position at The University of Wisconsin — Fond du Lac.
During these years in Wisconsin there were many Loretto friends
who visited Mary Martha and me in our home on Lake Winnibago.
During a visit with Sister Helen Sanders in 1984, I learned of the
co-membership program. It was apparent to me that many of my
values were consistent with those of Loretto. During my years of
teaching economics | emphasized that a fair distribution of income
is a basic function of our economic system. Teaching was one of
my ways of working for justice.

In 1990 I retired with the intention of being available to the
Motherhouse Community, the larger community, and to my
friends and family. I have been involved with Habitat for
Humanity, the Buckler Scholarship, Motherhouse committees
and infirmary driving. The Loretto Spirit, which attracted me to
Loretto in 1985, continues to influence my daily life.
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loretto community members to remember
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Colleen Gillmouthe CoL, Dec. 23, 1925 — May 28, 2010

Colleen Gillmouthe was a devoted nurse. She spent many years as a missionary nurse working with the Navajo
Indians in Arizona and in the Peace Corps in Malaysia. She also nursed in the Indian Hospital in Tuba City,
Ariz. Colleen became a Loretto co-member in 1979 because of her long friendship with Bernice Juen SL. She
later became director of nursing at Nazareth Hall in El Paso working with Bernice who was the administrator,
and caring for the many Lorettos living there. Colleen retired from Nazareth in 1991, and she and Bernice
moved to Timberon, N.M., and built the house they lived in. Although they hired some work at their new house,
Colleen was adept at construction and completed much of the work herself. It saddened Colleen when Bernice
had to leave Timberon and return to Nazareth Hall as a resident. Colleen drove down regularly to visit. In her
co-membership renewal in 2004, Colleen wrote: “The Sisters of Loretto continue to stand for peace and justice,
and to work toward that end. I value what they stand for and want to continue my co-membership. [ have known
many of the sisters since the early *70s and worked with many when I worked at Nazareth Hall Nursing Center.”
At the time of her death Colleen was 84 years old and in her 31st year as a Loretto co-member.

Patricia Moyers CoL (formerly Paul Marie Moyers SL), Mar. 17, 1917 — Aug. 14, 2010

In Patricia's own words in 1992: “I entered Loretto at the age of 15 in 1932. I came from a very loving, happy,
caring family in the Loretto Family. . . . Christ and kids have been my total life commitment, and still are. I

have always been a teacher, retired in 1990, but still subbing in Catholic and public schools. Loretto is very dear
to me and always will be.” After more than 34 years teaching in Loretto-staffed schools in Missouri, Illinois,
Alabama, Texas, New Mexico, California, and Colorado, Pat was dispensed from her vows in 1968. She rejoined
the community as a co-member in 1981. Pat regularly renewed her co-member commitment and always said that
her life was deeply rooted in Loretto, and that she wanted that connection to continue. Pat was an extraordinary
teacher. She taught all levels from primary grades through college. She spent many years as an art teacher in the
Denver Public Schools. Besides teaching, she loved interior decorating, worked as a professional gift wrapper,
and designed and made clothes. Pat lived her last retirement years in Denver at The Argyle, an assisted-living
home. She was 93 years old at her death and in her 29th year of life as a Loretto co-member.

Veronica Mary (Vron) Murphy CoL, Jan. 24, 1927 — Sept. 7, 2010

Veronica Mary was born in St. Louis and attended Loretto elementary and secondary schools. She earned her
bachelor’s degree from Webster University in 1950. That was the year she entered the Sisters of Loretto. She
completed a master’s degree in education from St. Louis University in 1955 and continued her higher education at
the Universities of Michigan, Hawaii, Stanford, and Bard College in New York. “Vron,” as she was known, began
her teaching career at Nerinx Hall High School in St. Louis, then as principal at Our Lady of Light Academy in
Santa Fe, and later as Dean of Students at Webster College. In 1966 she left the Sisters of Loretto, rejoining 25
years later as a co-member. Her love of education continued as she worked as placement director for the University
of Missouri in St. Louis and spent 18 years teaching at Webster Groves High School. She then taught at Nerinx
Hall and worked in the media center at Webster Groves High School. Vron was active in many organizations,
including Common Cause, Hand Gun Control, Women Historians of the Midwest, the Missouri Energy Resource
Project, and the Women's International League for Peace and Freedom. She was 83 years old at her death and in
the 20th year of her life as a Loretto co-member.

Rosemary Fiori SL (formerly Mary Janet Ann Fiori SL), Apr. 16, 1932 — Sept. 14, 2010

Rosemary Fiori was born to Joseph and Mary Fiori on April 16, 1932. She received the habit as a Sister of Lo-
retto in 1951 and made her final profession in 1956. She graduated with her bachelor of arts degree from Webster
University in St. Louis in 1958. In 1966 she earned a master’s degree in music education at De Paul University

in Chicago, and 20 years later earned her second master’s at Lesley College in Cambridge, Mass., in educational
technology. Ten years after that at age 64, Rosemary fulfilled a lifelong dream by earning her private pilot’s license
in Colorado, incidentally becoming the first Sister of Loretto to be a licensed pilot. Rosemary’s teaching career
spanned 60 years, starting as a music teacher at St. Paul’s and Mt. Carmel schools in St. Louis, and at Loretto
Heights College, Blessed Sacrament, and St. Mary’s Academy in Denver. In the last years of her life she worked as
a reading tutor for English second-language children in her southeast Denver neighborhood. Rosemary also worked
in parish ministry as a Eucharistic minister, sandwich-maker for the shelters, hospice worker, and ardent protector
of the earth in her recycling efforts. At the time of her death Rosemary was 78 years old and in her 60th year as a
Sister of Loretto.

Loretto marks ‘“10-10-10 Global Work Party’ by planting trees

On Oct. 10, an outdoor ceremony

at the Loretto Motherhouse in
Nerinx, Ky., celebrated the planting of
six new trees to replace some lost on the
property in a severe Kentucky ice storm
nearly two years ago. It was also one of
the ways the Loretto Community actively
joined the “10-10-10 Global Work Party”
promoted by “350.org,” an international
campaign to focus world attention on ef-
fective local solutions to climate change.

“October 10 was chosen in an effort to
join with thousands of persons around
the world that day. Women, men and
children at more than 27,000 locations
joined the 350.org movement to raise
