considering, when | accepted the call of the voice of God
in my head to become a Sister of Loretto. It was the first
time, and to date, the last time that that voice was so clear.
| entered Loretto as a postulant on September 15, 1960,
was received the following May, pronounced final vows in
August 1968, and have lived my vocation all these days
since, celebrating my Golden Jubilee on May 31, 2011.

I've had so many treasured experiences as an oncology
nurse working directly with individuals and families suffering
a cancer diagnosis, planning professional annual oncology

symposia for over 25 years, creating support services for
men with prostate cancer, offering breast cancer support
groups to women since the mid-1980s, among other
endeavors. | was also able to study therapeutic massage,
and for a few years offered this service to hospitalized
oncology patients thereby bringing relief of distressing
symptoms to many.

Likewise, in Loretto I've had many opportunities to

work with committees addressing healthcare, long-term
care, vowed membership, community election process
development, and several others. | presently serve as the
Chair of the Motherhouse Coordinating Board.

There is congeniality or maybe grace experienced and
received when the desire of one’s heart seems to fit with
what one seeks as doing God’s will. | felt this at the time
when | believed that | was to become a Sister of Loretto. As
| approach the celebration of my Golden Jubilee, it still feels
the same, maybe deeper. Being a member of the Loretto
Community is just how | breathe. It feels like a blessing.

My continued Loretto education took place at St. John

the Evangelist School in Denver until 8" grade. All of the
Sisters of Loretto | had in school influenced my faith life,
and | am indebted to them for that. Not only from the formal
religious education of the
Catholic school, but because
much more of life itself

was being taught to me by
these sisters. They modeled
care and concern for other
people, starting with my own
classmates. They were a
part of my particular life as a
young student. | have kept

in touch with every Sister of
Loretto teacher | have had all
my life until the time of their
deaths.

One outstanding teacher was
Sister Mary Jane Hummel,
whom | had the fortune of
having two years in a row —
not because | flunked — but
because she was promoted

In 1964 | went to St. Thomas Seminary
in south Denver and was ordained June 3, 1975. This
year | will be celebrating my 36" anniversary as a priest

in the Diocese of Pueblo. In 1995, at the request of the
bishop, | became a certified hospital chaplain with National
Association of Catholic Chaplains. Today | work as a priest
chaplain at Parkview Medical Center in Pueblo.

was born in Washington, D.C., in 1952, and raised
I in a variety of places because my father’s job as a
mechanical engineer required us to move every few
years to the location of his next project. | am the oldest of
five children.

| attended four different elementary and three secondary
schools in Chicago and St. Louis. | went to Mundelein
College for a year and then Quincy University for three
years, where | graduated in 1973 with a bachelor’s degree
in accounting. | also have a bachelor’s degree in secondary
education from the University of Missouri, St. Louis.

Unlike many other Sisters of Loretto, | was educated by
everyone — Ursulines, Mercy, BVMs, Dominicans —
except Loretto. My first awareness of Loretto came through
volunteering at the Karen Catholic Worker House in St.
Louis and through work at the Nuclear Weapons Freeze
Campaign.

| had considered entering a religious community when

| was in high school, and again at the end of college,

but | wanted to live on my own for a while. After college

| lived with several other women, and we shared prayer
and meals and tried to live simply. When my roommates
married | decided to explore religious communities again.

One of my early experiences with Loretto had quite an
influence on me. When | was in the membership process,
| was appointed to the Loretto Investment Committee.
At one of my first meetings the committee was looking
at an application where the applicant requested either
money or goats. The committee discussed the possibility
of buying goats and delivering them to the applicant. It all

seemed preposterous to me. | would not have lent this
person money nor gone to the trouble of buying goats and
delivering them. | was impressed with Loretto’s combination
of openness to all kinds of people doing good work in very
different ways, and having fun while doing the work.

My life in Loretto has been especially meaningful because
| have had my understandings of faith, community, and

the world broadened and deepened. Loretto has also

been a wonderful source of an evolving sense of the
interconnections of faith, creation, evolution, and our vows.

One thing that holds me to the Loretto Community is that |
can find a sense of respect and belonging in the Catholic
Church as part of Loretto even as the institutional Roman
Catholic Church leaves me feeling less and less like a

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Rita Rinker SL, March 16, 1930 — March 19, 2011

Rita Rinker, also known as Sister Rita Louise, was born to Bernard and Elsie Sokolenko Rinker in Lakeland,
Minn. After finishing high school there, Rita continued at Webster College in St. Louis where she first met the
Sisters of Loretto. She entered the novitiate on Feb. 15, 1951. She earned a bachelor’s degree in music education
from Webster in 1956, a master’s degree in music from DePaul University in 1967, and an MA in liturgy from
Notre Dame University in 1980. Rita began her long career as a music and piano teacher at St. Catherine School
in St. Louis in 1953, going on to St. Ann’s in Arlington, Va., in 1956. Rita served for more than 40 years at Loretto
Academy in El Paso, Texas, beginning in 1964. She was a private music teacher, parish organist, and singer in the
El Paso Chorale. Rita retired in 2009 and suffered an illness in 2010, moving to Nazareth Hall in El Paso. She died
just as she reached age 81, in her 60th year as a Sister of Loretto.

Rose Annette Liddell SL, Jan. 14, 1929 — March 31, 2011

Helen Carey Liddell was born Jan. 14, 1929, in Atlanta, to Edwin Carey Liddell and Rose Bindewald Liddell.
She attended Sacred Heart School in Atlanta from 1935 to 1939; moved to Bethlehem Academy in St. John, Ky.,
and later studied at Loretto Academy in Kansas City, graduating in 1946. Helen entered Loretto in the fall of that
year, receiving her religious name, Rose Annette. During various teaching assignments as a music instructor in
Denver and St. Louis, Rose Annette earned a bachelor's degree in music education from Webster College in 1957.
She taught at St. Ann’s School in Normandy, Mo., for the next four years then returned to Webster as assistant
music professor. She earned her master’s degree in music education from DePaul University in Chicago in 1964.
In 1971, Rose Annette became part of the Loretto staff at the Motherhouse in Nerinx, Ky., where she started the
Knobs Haven Retreat Center for spiritual guidance. From 1976 through 1990, she enjoyed many assignments
that took her from Thailand to Northern New Mexico, and from Israel to Idaho. She became the Director of the
Thomas Merton Center in Denver in 1992. After a long illness, Rose Annette moved from Denver to the Loretto
Motherhouse, arriving on March 30. She died the following day. She was 82 years old and in her 64th year as a
Sister of Loretto.

Kathleen Mary O'Malley SL (formerly Kathleen Joan O’Malley), Sept. 25, 1930 — April 24, 2011
Kathleen O'Malley was born in Chicago on Sept. 25, 1930, to Thomas and Gladys Kelly O’Malley. She was the
only daughter in a close-knit family with two younger brothers. On April 25, 1952, Kathleen began her canonical
year with the Sisters of Loretto, followed by her first vows on May 24 and final vows five years later in 1957.
Her first teaching assignment was at St. Mary’s Academy Elementary School in Denver. She taught all grades
throughout her career, and in addition served as guidance counselor and faculty adviser in schools from Alabama
to New Mexico and back to Colorado. In 1964 Bishop Charles Buswell welcomed the Sisters of Loretto to a

4| new ministry as members of a pastoral team in Guadalupe Parish, Pueblo, Colo., where she enjoyed working in

the Hispanic community teaching adults and high school students. From 1974 through 1980, Kathleen served in

" job and career counseling for the sisters as a member of the Loretto administrative staff in Denver. She studied

gerontology at the University of Northern Colorado and became program director of a Catholic housing program
for the elderly in Denver. She was acting president of St. Mary’s Academy in 1992, serving on the SMA board of
directors and on the board of Nazareth Hall in El Paso, Texas. Kathleen died at age 80 at her Lakewood, Colo.,
home in her 59th year as a Sister of Loretto.

Anna Barbara Sakurai ColL, Aug. 29, 1930 — June 2, 2011

Anna Barbara Sakurai, professor emeritus at Webster University in St. Louis, died June 2 as a result of injuries
suffered in a car accident in Portland, Ore. She was 80 years old and in her 39th year as a Loretto co-member.
Her husband Ed Sakurai, a Webster professor and Loretto co-member, sustained non-life-threatening injuries in
the accident. In an open letter, Webster University President Dr. Elizabeth J. Stoble wrote that “Anna B,” as she
was known, began her association with the Webster and Loretto communities nearly 50 years ago. She joined
the religion department in 1963, teaching there for nine years. She taught in the College School and joined the
mathematics and computer science department in 1979, serving as chair from 1985 to 1999. In 2001 she received
the William T. Kemper Award for Excellence in Teaching. Benjamin O. Akande, Dean of the Walker School

of Business and Technology, wrote, “Anna B. epitomized the commitment to social justice that characterizes
the Loretto Community, a community which was central to her life. She loved to help those in need, and her
leadership of the St. Peter and Paul dinner program [to feed disadvantaged families] is a tribute to her dedicated
care and concern.”
